
     SCHOLARSHIP AND FINANCIAL AID AVAILABILITY FOR 2012-2013 
 

This packet contains application forms and information for Scholarships and Financial Aid.  Please read carefully 
all of the attached information and complete forms in full, in detail, prior to deadlines.  It is very important to 
apply for aid within the deadline as once funds are allocated we will be unable to respond to your needs.  Only 
registered students may apply for scholarships/aid.  Incomplete applications may not be reviewed.    
FYI, an income cap per family has been set at $85,000 as an application guideline.   
 

1) SMART TUITION AID ANALYSIS 
 

We will be using the assistance of  SMART TUITION AID ANALYSIS to determine the eligibility and financial needs 
of those applying for assistance for the St. Mary’s High School Bundschu Memorial Tuition Assistance Program and the 
Bundschu Funds. You will need to complete the application as described on the front page of their application. 

 
A) ST. MARY’S HIGH SCHOOL BUNDSCHU MEMORIAL TUITION ASSISTANCE PROGRAM                

St. Mary’s offers its own scholarship program based on extreme need. Tuition assistance in the amount  
of $40,000 is available to those families who qualify for financial aid to send their students to St. Mary’s High 
School.  The application form with detailed information is attached to this sheet.  The deadline for submission is 
April 30, 2012, and must be accompanied by a copy of your 2011 1040 tax form. 

 
B) BUNDSCHU FUNDS 

The funds for Bundschu Aid come from the interest on the Bundschu Trust, and there is approximately 
$15,000 available for financial aid for the 2012-2013 school year. Please note the deadline of April 30, 2012, and 
needs to be accompanied by your 2011 1040 tax form.  Late applications may not have an opportunity to receive 
Bundschu Financial Aid.    

 
2) THE ALICE JEAN “AJ” WARGER MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP   

 

The family of A. J. Warger, a long-time pillar of the St. Mary’s Community, have established a scholarship to honor her love 
of Science and Underclassmen.  This $500.00 scholarship will be awarded to an incoming freshman or sophomore student 
towards their 2012-2013 tuition.  The application is attached and will be submitted to and awarded by members of the 
Warger family.   The deadline for submission is April 20, 2012. 

 
3) SISTER MARY DEPAUL SCHOLARSHIP 

 

The materials enclosed detail the profile of the student targeted for this scholarship.  Please read carefully to see if 
your student is eligible.  This scholarship is administered by a separate board and funds may be used to cover 
education costs other than tuition.  The deadline for this scholarship is April 20, 2012.   
 

4) CAIRNS FINE ARTS SCHOLARSHIP 
 

Two $500 scholarships are awarded, one in art and one in music to incoming freshmen.  The application form is 
attached and must be submitted by April 20, 2012. 
 

5) JULIE E. MARSHALL SCHOLARSHIP 
 

The parents of Julie E. Marshall, a 2000 Graduate, established a $500 scholarship in Julie’s name to be awarded to 
an incoming freshman for the 2012-2013 school year. The application form is attached and the application deadline 
is April 20,  2012. 
 

6) TOM BOKARAE MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP 
 

Applications will be sent to all current/registered Juniors under separate cover.  The deadline for this scholarship is 
May 4, 2012.

How to apply online: When choosing to submit your application online, please go to our website www.smarttuitionaid.com. For
new families, you will need to click 'New Parent Registration.' From there you will be prompted to enter a valid e-mail address
and a password of your choice. It is important your e-mail address is correct, since that is our first means of communication. Once
you are confirmed with a username and password, you will be logged into our online site, where you will start the application
process. For returning families, you can log in with your previous year's login information. For assistance in filling out the
application or retrieving login information you can contact us either by phone at 1-800-360-8027 or bye-mail at
support@smarttuitionaid.com.

How to retrieve a paper application: If you do not have access to a computer or simply wish to submit a paper application, you
may do so by retrieving an application from your school. Applications cannot be downloaded from our website, e-mailed or
directly mailed to you. Please make sure to contact your school directly for a paper application.

ParentFAQ

Q: Who should complete this Tuition Aidform?
A: Whoever the child resides with should fill this application out. Whether it is a parent, grandparent, aunt/uncle, or legal
guardian. There is a section within the application where you can enter contributions from non-custodial parents and relatives.

Q: Why do I need to input my spouse's information if I am remarried and they are not legally responsible for my children?
A: Our calculation works off of the total household income, therefore including all income, whether the party is legally
responsible for your children or not. Our system however, does take into effect your spouse's expenses as well as their income. It
is important to list all expenses that are asked of within the application.

Q: Do I list all of the children in my household, even if they are attending another school?
A: Yes. You will need to list out all children within your household. That includes children attending another private school,
children attending a public school, or children not attending school.

Q: What if I have an additional circumstance?
A: We have designed a section for you to select from a list of pre-generated circumstances. If your circumstance is not listed,
please feel free to write us a letter explaining your circumstance. Please write "SPECIAL CIRCUMSTANCES," on the top of
your letter, along with your name and application !D.

Q: I do not have the required tax documents. HELP!
A: Include the most recent tax documentation you have available. If you are asked for a specific line from a tax document that you
have not yet completed, please estimate the projected amount.

Q: How will I know if I qualify for aid or not?
A: We do not disclose information about the results of your application. All final tuition aid decisions, including notification of an
award amount (if any); will be made by your school. For the date award notices will be given, please contact your school directly.
